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Scholarship Information

The SSI Allianz Refugee Scholarships have
been created to minimise the financial barriers
experienced by refugees as they participate in
the NSW education system.

The tertiary scholarships reflect an understanding that

the increasing cost of tertiary education in Australia has
made study a particularly difficult goal for many to achieve,
particularly for students from a refugee background.

Four scholarships of $5,000 each are available for eligible
students of a refugee background to study in NSW.

Eligibility Criteria:
To be successful in their application for support students
must:

* be from a refugee background on a humanitarian visa -
Subclass 200, 201, 202, 203 or 204

* have been living in Australia for five years or less

* be currently enrolled at undergraduate or postgraduate
level at an approved institution in NSW. Alternatively
expected to receive an offer of admission within the
next nine months from the date of application for the
scholarship

* reside and study full time in NSW
* not have been awarded an SSI scholarship previously
 study at an approved education institution in NSW

N.B. if successful no more than one scholarship will be
granted per immediate family

Scholarship Purpose:

The scholarship funding is intended to support students in
their academic pursuits and can be used to fund education-
related products and services, such as:

* course fees
e extra tuition costs
* textbooks and relevant course materials

e technology costs, such as computer, software and
internet access

* provide a copy of the most recent academic transcript
(where possible)

* provide a letter of introduction
* be able to satisfy the visa eligibility requirements

* be able to provide evidence supporting their application
if deemed necessary

— ceasing to meet the eligibility requirements of the
scholarship

— failing to return to study after an approved interruption
to their scholarship purpose

the recipient to return their scholarship funding, either in
part or in full should:
the recipient, or their agent, be found to have provided
false or misleading information during or subsequent to
the application process,
the recipient commit serious misconduct at their
educational institution (serious misconduct may be
determined by either the institution or SSI)
