What is domestic, family and sexual
violence?

It includes a wide range of abusive behaviors
or threats, both violent and non-violent, that
occur within intimate (partner or spouse) or
other family relationships, including:

Other family or household members

Carer relationships

Cultural and kinship relationships

Foster care relationships

Blood relatives who do not live together.

Examples of this violence

Emotional abuse

Physical abuse

Sexual abuse

Verbal abuse

Financial abuse

Technology facilitated abuse
Psychological abuse
Controlling behaviours.

Examples of abusive behaviour by
a partner or family members

You are being called names or being
spoken to in a cruel or offensive way

You are physically harmed or hurt

You are threatened that your visa will be
cancelled, and you will be sent back home
You are not allowed to have your own
money

Your phone is checked or you are stopped
from talking to friends and family

You are threatened that your children will
be taken away from you or will be hurt
You are forced to do sexual things you do
not want to do

You are not allowed to practice your
religion or culture.
